And all the participants! 
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Several downtown business owners have expressed concern regarding the clearing of sidewalks during 
the winter months.  In responding to these concerns—discussions have been held with the Almont DPW 
who have maintained them in the past.  Many of the problems are a result of MDOT throwing large 
piles of snow/ice and slush onto the curbs and the DPW will remove these piles as time allows.  The   
action plan for this year is as follows: 
· The DPW has additional manpower available this year for sidewalk maintenance.  In a normal 

snowfall, they will make every attempt to have the downtown sidewalks plowed and/or salted by 
9:00 am.  It must be remembered that the safety of our school children and streets remain a top pri-
ority.  Weekends and holidays may take longer to maintain.  The DPW utilizes a small tractor and 
snow blower  - they do not hand shovel.  Individual business owners need to do the small “clean up” 
work by hand as well as to remove portable signs so that the plow can easily navigate the sidewalks. 

· The DPW only clears if the snowfall is greater than 2” 
· A reminder that normal rock salt can not be used on the sidewalk.  In order to help business owners 

utilize the correct product more economically—arrangements can be made to purchase buckets of 
the correct product from the DDA office or Almont DPW for $22.  Call us and we can deliver!
